Eugen Ionescu, Nu. De la poza auctoriald Ia teatralitate.
Tehnici dramatice

Rezumat: Singular ca manifestare artistica, la nivel national, $i—
probabil — destul de greu de comparat cu un alt scriitor la nivel
mondial, Eugen Ionescu i$i creeazi, de la o etapi la alta, un stil
aparte care iSi are sorgintea, emit aceastd ipoteza, in poga auctoriald
din volumul N# (1934). De la poza anctoriald 1a teatralitate, drumul
nu este neapdrat labirintic, dar, cu siguranti, este stratificat (sunt
recognoscibile mai multe niveluri de analizd: critic $i auto-critic,
diaristic §i existentialist, ludic Si tragic) $i mascat in forma
teribilismului juvenil sau a orgoliului creator. Aceasta este
problematica prezentului capitol, dezvoltarea ei fiind de altfel
necesard in scopul relevirii filonului romanesc in teatrul
ionescian.

De-a lungul studiilor exegetice care au avut ca referent acest
volum, premisa actuald pe care o propun — existenta unei poge
anctoriale care se concretizeaza Inte-un mecanism teatral — oti a fost
razant susfinutd, ori a fost chiar ignorata, in favoarea altor directii
de investigatie, de altfel justificate de ceea ce reprezinta volumul
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Nu, in intregul sdu. Dintre acestea, frecvent sustinute sunt
urmitoarele: critica inautenticitatii, a diletantismului S$i a
imposturii in literaturd, dar $i in exegeza sau in cultura romand
(asociatd momentului dat, $i nu numai), relativizarea actului critic,
existenta unui substrat existentialist — a cdrui principald
coordonatd este angoasa declansatd de iminenta mortii Si de
imposibilitatea aflarii raspunsurilor la intrebarile majore sau — o
altd directie de investigatie — volumul Nz un exercitiu
avangardist.

Volumul Nz intrigi cititorul tocmai prin aceasta
camuflare a problematicii autentice in diverse exercitii de criticd
si de stil. Ceea ce poate fi citit Si independent — studiile de criticd,
paginile de jurnal, anecdotele, cele trei Infermezzo — nu 1Si aratd
adeviratul sens decat global, volumul fiind unificat de fiorul
metafizic care se degaja din toate paginile sale. lar teribilismul
tandrului care contesta valorile, jongleriile, afectarea sau poza
teatrald nu reprezintd probabil decat una dintre Incercdrile de a
ascunde disperarea, revolta i teama cu privire la ceea ce este mai
presus de intelegerea sa Si a noastrd, a tuturor (Marea trecere,
probabil tema centrala a volumului).

Volumul N oferi diverse chei de lecturd si bulverseazi
incontinuu cititorul care crede, initial, cd a gisit pista corectd,
drumul demonstrandu-i insd cd s-a ingelat. Cartea este singulard
in literatura noastrd tocmali pentru ci este extrem de greu de
incadrat intr-un gen, intr-un tipar. De altfel, autorul ne recomanda
iesirea din comoditatea oricdrei formule scriitoricesti.

Mai ales aceastd dorintd de a fi unic, de a nu ilustra o
tehnica anume care si il asemene cu altii, l-a determinat pe Eugen
Tonescu si creeze un volum inimitabil — un nou stil, o noui
expresie (desi In permanentd se simte trddat de aceasta), o
incercare de a ajunge la acel eu angoasat Si derutat, printr-un nx la
adresa Sablonului $i a lipsei de autenticitate, de adevar. lar
modalitatea in care iSi construieste volumul — poza auctoriala,
rasturnarea conventiilor, parodia, ludicul, teatralul — il anunta pe
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dramaturgul de mai tarziu, care 1si defineSte teatrul prin snso/it, asa
cum se aratd a fi, Incd din etapa romaneasca, i volumul Nu.

Perspectiva
polifonicd permite ca fiecare dintre cei doi eroi ai romanului,
Adam si Monika, si apeleze la alte ritualuri de descarnare a realititii
pe care au triit-o. Din ce fel de piese se reconstruieSte aceastd
realitate? Pe ce cade accentul In fiecare dintre cele douid
perspective §i care sunt punctele de convergentd? Profilul omului
care tranziteazd diferite perioade ale istoriei este prins intr-o rama
multidimensionald, cu triri difuze, spaime $i terori, exasperare $i
neputintd, fiind marcat de trecerea de la ordinea impusi la haosul
libertatii. Cdutarea obsesivi a sinelui autentic devine o constanti
nu doar a personajelor, ci a intregii lumi. Alexandru Vlad apeleaza
la acest joc al identititilor, ,,Ja masculin” $i ,,Ja feminin”, prin care
remodeleazd constiinta celor doud personaje, micinate printre
altele si de o iubire nefireascd.

Exegeza literard i traducere. Lirica Iui Lucian Blaga in
studiile Rosei Del Conte

Rezumat: Rosa Del Conte (1907-2011) este un nume cu
rezonante aproape simbolice in eminescologie cunoscuta mai ales
pentru masiva monografie Mihai Eminescu o dell’Assoluto
(1961). La fel de importante Insi sunt Si studiile sale despre
literatura romand, precum Si traducerile in limba italiand din
poezia lui Lucian Blaga, Tudor Arghezi sau Vasile Voiculescu.
“La lirica di Lucian Blaga” publicati in Italia In 1971 reprezinta
nu numai un amplu volum de traduceri din opera poetului $i
prietenului Lucian Blaga, dar si un studiu, pe cat de detaliat pe atat
de pertinent, al temelor S$i motivelor operei blagiene. Atat
introducerea volumului cit §i traducerile 151 trag seva din cursurile
universitare ale ilustrei profesoare, cursuri care, pastrate in
materialele de arhivd, devin principala sursd documentari a
acestui studiu al cdrui obiectiv este cel de a explora modul in care
dialogul dintre traducere $i exegeza literard permite interpretarea
textului poetic. Un dialog care pune in evidenti nu doar
complexitatea studiului textului literar, ci si dificultatile specifice
barierelor lingvistice depésite prin intermediul traducerii.

Rezumat: Este bine cunoscut faptul cd in perioada
comunismului romanesc literatura a devenit un instrument de
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propagandd, iar critica literard, un vehicul de transmitere a
ideologiei de partid. Studiul de fatd urmareste in ce masura critica
literard a influentat redefinitea conceptului de ,.feminitate”,
promovind noi tipologii feminine in conformitate cu idealurile
comuniste. Transformarile perceptiei asupra rolurilor de gen au
dus la schimbdri in plan politic, social $i cultural, iar ,,femeii
traditionale” §i ,,femeii emancipate” li se adauga un nou set de
identitdti conforme cu aSteptirile partidului: ,,femeia
muncitoare”, ,mama eroini” Si ,femeia intelectuald”. Ne
intrebdm cat de autentic este acest ,,castig” in drepturi al femeilor,
supuse in continuare aSteptirilor de indeplinire a sarcinilor
familiale tradifionale, $i in ce mdsurd acest progres a mascat
implementarea unor noi forme de control cu scopul atingerii
idealurilor de productie.

Magic Realism and the Last Novel of Gabriel Garcia
Mirquez

Abstract: The political situation of the South American continent
determined during the 60s-70s the emergence of a new group of
writers, known as the boom generation. This new literary wave
promoted magical realist prose as an artistic model, a concept that
would later be considered defining for South American literature.
Magical realism, already existing in the work of some writers
(Miguel Angel Asturias and Alejo Carpentier), reached its peak in
1967 with the novel One Hundred Years of Solitude written by
Gabriel Garcia Marquez. Becoming known as a representative
figure of his generation and the main promoter of magical realist

narrative art, Marquez continues his literary approach in the same
direction, although in the 80s, magical realism begins to be
bypassed. The question that this work aims to answer is whether
the last Marquezian novel, Un#i/ Augnst, published posthumously
in 2024, continues the same narrative scheme, or whether the
Colombian writer moved away from magical realism towards the
end of his carrier.

Istorie s memotrie in ,,Caietele Iui Ozias” de Ion Vianu

Abstract: In recent years, there has been a growing interest in the
work and life of Ion Vianu, evidenced by the reprinting of his
novels, the publication of his correspondence with Matei
Cilinescu, and particularly by the dedication of a series of
collections that gather his essays and memoiristic writings.
However, a comprehensive study that explore the intersections
between literature and psychology, fiction and autobiography is
still lacking.

In this paper, we aim to achieve a first step in this direction,
namely a careful analysis of two fundamental concepts, Memory
and History, in "Caietele lui Ozias," the first novel published after
the memoiristic project "Amintiri in dialog." In this regard, we
will focus on the relationship between personal, small history and
the larger, grand History, as well as the latter's influence on human
destiny, literature, and cultural life. Moreover, we aim to identify
the stakes and message of the novel at the intersection of defining
the human being as a product of history and a sum of its
contradictions.

Particularitati discursive $i mitico-simbolice in basmele
populare culese de Mihai Lupescu

Abstract: In this approach, we aim to identify, at the level of folk
tales, collected by Mihai Lupescu, a seties of aspects regarding
both their structure and the presence of mythical-symbolic
elements. Thus, in the first part, we will highlight some
information about the folkloristic activity of Mihai Lupescu. In
the second part, we intend to take a trip into the concept of folk
fairy tale/fantastic fairy tale, having as examples some of the
folkloric texts collected from the geographical area of Bucovina.
Another representative point for the topic of the scientific work
is the presentation of the aspects of the narrative discourse
identified in the given corpus and developed in the article, by
highlighting some mythological-symbolic elements.

The issues regarding discursive categories will be
highlighted, having as presentation and interpretation landmarks
a series of thematic works such as: ’The fairy tale morphology
and the historical roots of the fantastic fairy tale”, of V. 1. Propp;
”Stereotipia basmului”, by Nicolae Rosianu; ”Estetica basmului”,

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by G. Calinescu (which emphasizes the presence and role of
characters in folk tales); ”Introduction to fantastic literature”, the
work of Tzvetan Todorov; “Romanian fairy tales”, of Lazar
Saineanu; ”Time in spread. Test on anamnesis in fairy tale”, by
Val Cordun etc.

The mythological and symbolic exploration of the
analyzed fairy tales will be carried out with the help of works that
propose a thematic line related to the present subject and,
through extenso, the research project, aimed in particular at the
analysis of the mythical-symbolic elements, identified in the folk
tales, collected from Bucovina. In this respect, representative are:
the dictionaries of symbols of Hans Biedermann and the one
coordinated by Jean Chevalier and Alain Gheerbrant; Luc
Benoist, by Signs, symbols and myths; Ivan Evseev, Ivan Evseev,
which provides us with both the encyclopedias of symbols and
the ”Word-Symbol-Mit”, published at Facla Publishing House in
Timisoara, 1983. Another foray into the world of fairy tales is
made

Another foray into the fairy tale world is made by Viorica
Niscov, in the anthological volume, entitled It was where it was
not. Romanian folk fairytale, published at Humanitas Publishing
House, Bucharest, 1996. The conceptual sphere and the scientific
apparatus specific to fairy tales is also presented to us by Pavel
Ruxendoiu, in the study of Romanian Folklore, or by Ion Aurel
Candrea, in the volume ”World of Fairy tales”. Studies and
collections of Romanian folklore, since 2001.

Viziunea Iui Ion Pop Reteganul asupra folclorului
romdnesc

Abstract: The paper presents lon Pop Reteganul 's conception of
folklore, the methods used in collecting folklore and an overview
of the popular creations in verse and prose collected by him.

Ion Pop Reteganul is of the opinion that the source of
folklore must be sought in the very tumultuous life of the people,
which is the greatest inspiration of so many artistic masterpieces,
the reserves of his creative genius being inexhaustible. He believes
that the people themselves are the creators of folklore, their
turbulent life being their source of inspiration: ,It's true,
Romanians don't always sing of joy, but more of mourning and
longing, because that's how life is.”

He also claims that popular literature ,,is the mirror of a
people's mind and heart, the ever-living and clear spring from
which cultured poetry is fed”. The folklorist mentions that
popular creation itself is the basis of written literature and under
the influence of popular literature the works of great writers were
born. He advises us: ,,we owe it to collect these precious
fragments, these peatls that will then be found by the master who
will string them into expensive sables”.

Ovidiu Birlea — the aesthetic approach of poetic folklore

Abstract: Ovidiu Birlea’s preoccupation with the aesthetic value
of folklore is a constant of his entire work, both scientific and
literary. In his opinion, the simplicity, naturalness, sincerity of

=
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emotions conveyed by the popular creator are qualities that the
classic literature has not yet matched. The work Folkloric poetics
(1979) synthesizes his conceptions about the taste for beauty of
the peasant and is a detailed analysis of the various ways in which
this taste is manifested in folkloric creation. The research and
conclusions of Birlea can be considered a proof of the maturity
that Romanian folkloristics reached in the second half of the 20th
century. The central idea of this research is that the folkloric
beauty cannot be understood and appreciated according to the
criteria of the classic literature, therefore, it should be approached
not by the literary critic, but by the folklorist.

The initiatory journey of the hero from the Romanian fairy
tale — desire and aspirati

Abstract: The folk tale is the unspeakable expression of the
human desire for beauty and settlement in a matrix under the sign
of acceptance and even providential blessing, in perfect harmony
with the entire universe. In this sense, permanent permutations
and metamorphoses of the hero are necessary especially, to
reconfigure the old known existence, fixing or eliminating the
lack, derogation, incoherence, chaos. Thus, each action of the
hero will become a premise of another, creating a true path of
firstly becoming himself and then, also of those who take care of
him and rally along his journey. The dynamism in the narrative
plan will also indicate transgressions of the limits, proposing
ordering solutions of the physical world at the beginning, to
continue with deep psycho-emotional and spiritual restructuring
until a statuary in a new order of the world.

Folklore stereotypism - deconstruction of alternity
among the hutsuls minority from Bukovina

Abstract: In this paper, we will analyze the main folkloric
stereotypes that can be found within the Hutsuls minority from
Bukovina. Whether we refer to positive stereotypes or to those
that have the role of deconstructing otherness, they have been
present over time within all the ethnic groups that lived in
Bukovina. Stereotypes such as the fact that the Hutsuls represent
a people of shepherds, that the men consume alcohol in
exaggerated quantities, that the women work spells and charms,
that they are extremely superstitious have formed over time an
image that proves that stereotypes deconstruct identities and then
compose them into a another framework, by means of the so-
called ethnocentrism, through which the phenomena of life are
perceived and appreciated, forming certain benchmarks within
the group's values. The ecthnic stereotype is a simplified,
schematized, emotional and very resistant model of an ethnic
community.

Identity Journeys in the Novel "’Jacob Decides to Love” by

Abstract: A topic of priority interest in the contemporary modern
period, migration anchors the individual in two identity
directions. On the one hand, he tries to define himself in relation
to the new homeland, but he is still connected in his mind to the

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homeland left behind. On the other hand, the definition of
identity articulates, subjectively and complexly, the problematic
of the self - the individual, lost in a foreign society that he claims
as his new homeland, feels the acute need to preserve or
rediscover the deep self. In the present study, we aim to explore
the meanings of the phenomenon of identity, following the
course of the characters in the novel ”Jacob decides to love”; and
the attempt to overcome the identity crisis, to recover one's own
identity in order to define oneself, by returning to oneself , in an
"imaginary"; homeland, which he rebuilds by appealing to
subjective memories and to his own attempts to resist as an
individual in the face of the avalanche of history.

Amin Maalouf: Identité libanaise et évolution personnelle

Résumé: La question de lidentité a placé beaucoup

Heureusement ce n’est pas le cas d’Amin Maalouf qui est
percu par les critiques littéraires comme un auteur lucide qui nous
fait plonger dans I'exotisme de ’Orient. En parlant de son identité
Amin Maalouf commence par dire qu’il n’est pas philosophe et
que I’évolution de ce terme se déroule sur plusieurs siecles, depuis
Socrate a Freud, donc il est profondément erroné d’affirmer « je
suis libanais, musulman et je patle l'arabe ». Il ne nie pas
I'importance immense de la nation ou nous sommes nés, ni de la
langue que nous parlons, de notre foi, mais ce que 'auteur libanais
propose C’est qu'on cesse de se limiter a nous présenter de cette
maniere automatique et de nous former, en suivant son exemple,
notre propre vision sur I'identité.

The Brechtian Monologue and its Multidimensional
Aspects

Abstract: A remarkable and controversial figure of universal
literature, Bertolt Brecht stood out for his unconventional vision
on dramatic art and writing. Founder of the epic theatre, the
German playwright created new points of reference in the
theatrical and literary sphere, drawing inspiration from Marxist
ideals, which transformed his works into genuine critiques of
social, political and economic aspects of the world. Thus, apart
from the concepts of non-linear narratives, the distancing effect
ot alienation, in order to achieve the desired results, Brecht
frequently used the monologue technigue in his dramatic writings,
which would later be applied in the stage interpretation of his
literary works. The author, however, did not limit himself to the
classical stylistic functions and values of the monologue (such as its
use as a way of characterizing the characters or conveying strong
emotions), but his ideals extended to a didactic and pedagogical
sphere, by making a connection with the reader or audience,
simultaneously encouraging a critical evaluation of the situation
presented, in relation to the concept of alienation and distancing
effect. Thus, this analysis aims to present the multidimensional
aspects of the Brechtian monologne, which represents an unique form
of approach to the exposed situations, intended to sanction or
encourage a critical evaluation of social, political and economic
aspects of the world.

Abstract: Our analysis of the novels of Rachid Mimouni,
Yasmina Khadra and Tahar Ben Jelloun focuses on the
Maghrebian space, a wotld marked by symbols, myths,
superstitions and strong beliefs, rooted in traditions and practices
of old customs.

Maghreb people have many symbols in their lives, linking material
reality to spiritual reality. Everything that makes up their native
universe has an intimate meaning and a very accentuated
symbolism, because it forms in the collective mind the idea of
belonging and identity.

Rachid Mimouni, Yasmina Khadra and Tahar Ben Jelloun were
able to highlight the beauty of their culture, through a variety of
surprising aspects in their books, which promote local artistic and
traditional creation, customs and beliefs which are part of a
magical thinking and which we followed by specific motifs and
symbols.

Literary Influences on the Dark Academia

Dark Academia is a prevalent Internet aesthetic recognised in
mainstream online communities that has also gradually
transitioned into a distinct literary (sub)genre. Since it’s inception,
the aesthetic has had two main literary influences: Campus novels
and Gothic literature. These influences are visually transposed in
various Dark Academia content on social media platforms as well
as textually in the eponymous literary genre. The fans of Dark
Academia share quotes, create moodboards (visual collages) and
engage in discourse related to fundamental Gothic literary pieces
such as Mary Shelley’s Frankenstein or Oscar Wilde’s The Picture
of Dorian Gray. The same applies to the campus novel The Secret
History by Donna Tartt, that eventually became the “canon”
literary piece of the Dark Academia literary genre and serves as a
reference for later novels. This presentation focuses on defining
Dark Academia as an aesthetic as well as a literary genre,
identifying its key features and highlighting the literary influences
on Da multi-modally, by analysing content from various modes
in which Dark Academia is found (e.g. online discourse,
moodboards, novels). These aspects will help shape a
comprehensive understanding of DA that is necessary in order to

Time and Temporality in Video Games - Temporal
Analysis in Skyrim and Patologic

Abstract: Starting from the premise that time is all-
encompassing, being impossible to control and quantify in real
space, the present research aims to establish a framing of time and
temporality in the virtual world, more precisely, in that of video
games. In order to succeed in making this framing, we will work
with tools from fields such as: literature, linguistics, philosophy
and informatics. We will consider how 'emergent narrative' (Ruth
Aylett, 1999) games are constructed and function in tandem with
external reality by simultaneously relating to the two spaces. The
analysis related to this research will focus on the games Skyrim
and Pathologic because their spatio-temporal coordinates are
configured in opposition to each other, but also to reality. We will
analyze the perspectives of the inner, subjective duration,
respectively of the outer duration, operating within the ludic
universes discussed, we will try to establish the differences that
are imposed, as well as the percentages of verisimilitude existing
between the three temporal planes.

A symbiosis of Communication: Interferences of
Journalistic Style in Religious Discourse During the
Communist Regime

Abstract: This paper explores how the journalistic style
characteristic of the official communist press influenced and
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integrated into the religious discourse of that period. In the
context of a totalitarian regime that strictly monitored all forms
of public expression, the church was forced to adopt subtle
communication strategies to survive and continue its spiritual
mission. The analysis focuses on two main directions: cataloging
the titles and subtitles that the magazine "Mitropolia Moldovei si
Sucevei" had during the communist regime and analyzing the
journalistic techniques used to communicate effectively with the
faithful and respond to political pressures. Through an
interdisciplinary analysis that combines journalistic tools, stylistic
elements, and communication studies, the paper highlights the
complexity and ingenuity of the adaptation strategies of religious
discourse in the face of communist oppression. The research
results show that this symbiosis of communication allowed the
church to remain a relevant and influential institution, even under
severe restrictions.

The Reported Speech in “Never Two Without Three” by
Mawa Bakayoko or When the Discourse Becomes that of
the Genre

Abstract: Ivorian literature has been enriched in recent years by
a fairly prolix female pen. In her writings, the writer Mawa
Bakayoko, a woman, gives women a voice on issues that primarily
affect them in different ways. Their words are, in fact, presented,
relayed by many processes of representation of other discourse in
the short story entitled “Jamais deux sans trois” taken from the
collection of Chroniques stranges d’Afriki”, volume 1. Content
from page 53 to 59, its analysis allowed us to verify the postulate
according to which the different reported discourses mobilized
are discourses to which a taxonomy of women can be attached.
This is how we were able to identify “the form of reported speech
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linked to the strategist woman”, “the one with the acerbic
woman” and “the one with the seductress”. The reported speech
of the male sex, barely representative, denotes his proven
weakness in the face of the opposite sex in this short story written
by a woman. The limits of phallocracy seem to be demonstrated
in the face of feminine cunning. Their reported speech is none
other than the reflection of their representation of the world (and
therefore of language and their psychology) to which the chosen
literary genre brings a particular color.

The practical experiences and
observations gained through this research can inform future
discursive undertakings in the media field.

The Limits of Translation in Integral Linguistics

Abstract: The results of text linguistic studies and the desire to
develop modern translation theories have brought Coserian
theoretical approaches to translation into focus. One of the ideas
that preoccupied Coseriu and which he developed in several
articles and conferences concerns the limits of translation. Thus,
the linguist attempts to define the real limits of translation,
arguing that those identified by his predecessors in different
theories are false. According to CoSeriu, they mistakenly believe
that the limits of translation are due to the different structure of
meaning in various languages or the fact that a word in one
language cannot evoke the same thing as its translation. In his
opinion, the true limit of translation is the lack of correspondence
between the semiotic relation of what is said and what we want
to express through languages.

Phraseological Calques in recent  Romanian
Institutional /academic Discourse

Abstract: Important studies have been elaborated about the
anglicisms present in the contemporary Romanian language
(Mioara Avram 1997, Georgeta Ciobanu 1996 etc.) that have
proved that this lexical phenomenon manifests itself at the level
of all functional styles, but it is also present in the current spoken
language. In this article, we aim to analyze a corpus of academic
texts (which are inscribed in the official style) and to inventory
the anglicisms (the phraseological calques), so that we can
establish what is preserved from the previous stages, what has
already become obsolete and, eventually, what constitutes the
innovative element, with chances of taking over in the common
language.
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
